First Church members and friends are actively working for racial justice and equity, while also
learning how to frame anti-racism as central to our Christian faith.

A CALL TO RETURN: SPIRITUAL REFLECTIONS ON RACIAL JUSTICE As we seek to sustain and
grow the work of remembrance, repentance and reparations, we need an ever-deeper reliance
on God and on the hoped-filled resources of faith tradition. Community Minister for Racial
Justice Carlyle Stewart hosts a series of town hall meetings and weekly sessions that address
how our activism for racial justice and equity is grounded in our faith. Check our Racial
