See ten oil paint panels as one narrative, based on the
bas-relief sculpture of Ghiberti, circa 1450. Those doors
open to the San Giovanni Duomo baptistry in Florence,
Italy. First Church member Henry Gates revives
Christian art history to envision Biblical narrative in
Genesis to Kings, exploring family and tribal dramas
that may speak to our time and faith.
