Under normal circumstances, people of faith would care for each other by drawing close together. It’s
what we do.

WAYS TO SUPPORT OUR WIDER COMMUNITY

DAY SHELTER AND FOOD DISTRIBUTION UPDATE The City of Cambridge is continuing food and
funding so that the meal distribution program from the Tower Room here at First Church will
continue through the summer. Since many community meal programs were shut down due

to the pandemic, as many as 120 meals (prepared by local restaurants) are distributed, 5 days

a week, from First Church. The city also has committed to continue funding to allow the First
Church Shelter to remain open on a 24-hour basis through the summer. First Church’s Shelter
staff, Oversight Committee, Director of Operations, and Facilities Manager are working together
to identify ways to ensure that this essential service is able to continue without disrupting the
return of Newtowne School and others who make use of the building in the weeks and months
ahead.

COVID-19 HOUSING STABILIZATION PROGRAM The City of Cambridge has announced the cre-
ation of a COVID-19 Housing Stabilization Program to provide short-term financial assistance to
individuals and families in Cambridge who are experiencing housing instability due to the eco-

nomic impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. Residents are encouraged to apply for the COVID-19

Housing Stabilization Program online at www.cambridgema.gov/housingfund.
