We 
also pray for Jews and Muslims, nearby and around the world, who are facing increased 
threats and acts of anti-Semitic and anti-Muslim discrimination, hatred, and violence. 

We pray for ourselves, that we will be faithful, compassionate, and open to God’s love 
and leading, and to all whom we encounter through these tension-filled times. Across 
whatever division or disagreement, may our words and deeds seek to honor the 
humanity and God-given dignity of every human being.
